Dian Fossey, who was born in 1932 in San Francisco, California, loved animals from a young age. She always 
knew she wanted to be a veterinarian and take care of animals. When she was only 29 years old, she left home 
to go to Africa and study them. 

She learned that mountain gorillas were in danger and so she was very worried. She borrowed some money and 
traveled to central Africa with two scientists. She stayed there all her life studying their actions and sounds and 
visiting them every day. Fossey thought they weren’t scary at all. 

She created a small group to keep the mountain gorillas safe from people. The National Geographic 
organization wrote about her work, and a lot of people sent money to help her live and do her work. In 1980, 
she returned to the United States and began to write a book about her years with the mountain gorillas.
